Combined degree students are exempt from minimum enrolment requirements, but not maximum enrolment limits.  Half-year courses are treated as the equivalent of 2 law school credits, and students must stay at or below 16 credits per term, including those out-of-division credits.

Students accepted to the Four-Year JD/MSW Program will typically follow the sequence listed below:

In the first year of the program, students must complete all first-year law courses at the Faculty of Law. 

In the second year of the program, students undertake the first year of courses in the MSW Program at the 

Factor-Inwentash Faculty of Social Work. (Note that students admitted to the MSW Program with Advanced Standing are exempted from completing the first year of the Two-Year MSW Program.) In years 3 and 4 students submit this form to have their course section approved by both the JD Assistant Dean, Academic 
and MSW Curriculum Director. 

As a combined degree program, the J.D. and M.S.W. degrees are awarded simultaneously. Students must, 

therefore, have satisfied both the J.D. and the M.S.W. requirements before either degree will be conferred.
