The proposal must satisfy the work expected in the two courses if separate papers were being written. In the case of combined papers, each instructor will evaluate the paper. These requests must be submitted to the Assistant Dean, Office of the Associate Dean by the Add/Drop deadline in the term in which the credit is being requested. Note: Regardless of whether one or both courses offer the SUYRP this option cannot be satisfied in combined credit courses.
